The Kent Estates subdivision sits just to the west of Route 9 off of
Gordons Corner Road. In this neighborhood, single-family

residences were built in the early 1970s and have about 1,900 to
3,000 square feet.  Layouts include three to five bedrooms and up

to four bathrooms.  They are set on ¼ to ½ acre lots.

All along Route 9, residents can find all their favorite stores,
restaurants, and entertainment venues. CVS, Al’s Luncheonette,

Molino’s Italian Kitchen are all nearby.

If you live in Kent Estates your children will attend Taylor Mills
Elementary, Manalapan-Englishtown Middle School and Freehold
Township High School. Freehold High School is one of six schools

that comprise the Freehold Regional High School District. The
FRHSD is a highly-rated public school allowing students to apply

for specialized magnet and International Baccalaureate programs.
